Today’s Anthem Beati quorum via is the third in a set of three Latin motets for unaccompanied chorus published in 1905. Composed by Sir Charles Villiers Stanford (1852 –1924) it is reflective of the Renaissance motet style having its form determined by the text (Psalm 119:1) Born in Dublin and educated in England, Stanford was a professor at the Royal College of Music and the University of Cambridge.  He is especially well known for his contribution to nineteenth century English Cathedral music. 
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
